Council of Corvette Clubs Website winner and eight-time winner of the National Corvette Museum Parking Lot 
Banner Competition, our club membership is diligent in representing America's greatest car, the Corvette. The 
Salute the Troops Corvette Car Show will offer a great opportunity to showcase your company to Corvette 
enthusiasts from across the bi-state area in a fun and safe manner. 

Since its inception in 2000, this volunteer-driven event has attracted more than 10,000 attendees from across the bi-
state region and has raised more than $45,000 in support of non-profits in the area. This year, we are looking 
forward to welcoming Corvette fans from across the region in a safe and healthy manner,  outside, with the cars 
being spaced a minimum of 12 feet apart.

WHO ARE THE BENEFICIARIES OF THE SALUTE THE TROOPS CAR SHOW?
Proceeds directly benefit the USO of Missouri which serves active duty, reserves, and retired military throughout the 
state of Missouri and four counties in Illinois (Madison, Monroe, Jersey, and St. Clair). Major service areas include 
Scott Air Force Base, Fort Leonard Wood, and Whiteman Air Force Base. The USO provides programs and services 
that benefit approximately 350,000 service members and military families annually. Your sponsorship will let the 
brave men and women who defend our nation know how much we appreciate them and honor their sacrifice.

USO services in Missouri include two facilities at St. Louis Lambert International Airport, a USO on post at Fort 
Leonard Wood, and two Mobile USO units that travel the state, supporting the military wherever they live and work—
at deployments, homecomings, field operations, morale boosters, and family readiness events. Other military 
support programs include spouse and family activities and USO Holidays, which includes the following programs: 
Operation USO: Give Thanks, Santa Drop, Holiday Block Leave, and Soldiers Left Behind.
